	co-authoring

Students use a web-based tool to collaboratively generate and edit content that could be written or audio/visual. Everyone contributes to the same space, such as a wiki or blog.

collaborative problem solving

Students work together to create solutions to problems or to develop strategies for approaching tasks.

collaborative research

Students gather resources and information for a common purpose, in teams or individually. The collective effort can broaden perspectives and support different learning styles. 

community building

Developing networks of people who come together for educational, social or work-related purposes. The community may never physically meet and the means of communication can be written, audio or video.

conversation

Informal and authentic discussion, either verbal or text-based. It is a technique that allows students to construct their own learning and is especially appropriate for cultural and social learning. 

knowledge sharing

Developing shared meanings and understandings through communicating and collaborating on tasks, research or written projects.

mentoring

A facilitator, member of a community or more experienced student acts as a guide for students through web-based communication; particularly to help familiarise with new environments or processes.

peer review

Students publish and share their work, ideas or resources for peers to provide feedback, reviews, improvements, or to vote on winning ideas.

reflection

A form of personal assessment to encourage students to be more self-motivated and self-directed. Blogging, or an online journal, is a popular reflection tool.

resource making 

Students create learning resources by ‘mashing up’ found resources on the Web or from their own experience or knowledge. These resources can be shared across groups or evolve with new students adding to them.

resource sharing

Students gather or create learning resources, media or web links and use social software tools for sharing the resources amongst a group or wider community.
	blogs

A web page that organises entries in chronological order. Written text, images and audio files can be entered. Readers can leave comments on entries, subscribe to blog updates, and blogs can be linked to other blogs; forming a network or blog community.
podcasting

Podcasting provides the capability to download audio files to a device such as an MP3 player or computer. Users can subscribe to audio files by using a RSS feed with a feed reader. The feed reader automatically downloads the latest audio files.

social bookmarking

A way to bookmark your favourite websites online so they are accessible from any computer with internet access. When you bookmark a site you can ‘tag’ it with a keyword of your choice, then view all your bookmarks sorted by the tags.

virtual conferencing

Virtual classrooms, virtual meetings, real-time conversation, text chat and sharing documents can be achieved with web conferencing tools, video conferencing systems and voice-over-internet tools.

wikis

A website that can be edited directly onto the pages. New pages can easily be created and linked to a navigation bar, and hyperlinks between pages can be set up. A wiki tracks changes to pages so you can view and recover all previous versions.
	Bookmark list

Creating specialised bookmark lists that are stored and accessed via a social bookmarking service.
Catalogue

A ‘beginning’ activity for collectively building a resource and organising information.
Conversations

Reading, writing and comprehension using podcasts.

Discussion starters

Producing research podcasts that are presented to a group for discussion.

Discussion triggers

Guiding students to begin online conversation and using a blog.

Folksonomy search

Students use social bookmarking services as a new internet search paradigm.
Group discussion

Teams break out to discuss questions and develop solutions or answers.
Group report

Writing, rotating and reviewing to facilitate group work.

Just-in-time

Supporting students during a major project.

The learning post

Students take turns to create a summary of the day’s training session which is then posted to a blog to inform remote students.
Learning space

Building a wiki or blog by adding resources, links, schedules and work-in-progress around a common theme.
Linking to services

Students publish their bookmarks as a RSS feed or subscribe to peers’ bookmarks that have been published as RSS feeds.
Minipedia

Creating a peer-produced resource that will be a learning resource for future students.
Model and review

Modelling skills and practice to peers.
Multiple perspectives

Student collectives create different types of resources to explain the same skill or topic; in order to explore personal learning styles.

My story

Publishing and sharing personal stories around a place or event.

Peer interviews

Students interview each other and produce a podcast, then reflect on the process.

Polling

Students are polled on questions and the results are used to generate debate or conversation.

Progressive solving

Building a problem solution over time; suited to open-ended problems.

Rating resources

Students gather website links, review the resources and then vote on them.

Reflective journal

Students regularly publish to a blog that may be open to others to drop in and offer support and encouragement.
Social networking

Students publish and inter-link their personal blogs as a way to get to know each other.
Staying current

Distributing podcasts from the internet as a way to provide current industry-related information.

Story building

Collaboratively building a narrative by combining the best bits from various versions.
Topic summaries

Publishing topic summaries to share information and research.

Virtual classroom

Teams complete a task in real-time while the facilitator drops in to give feedback and guidance.

Virtual expert

An ‘expert’ visits the virtual session to discuss a current topic or issue.

Virtual presentation

Students present an assignment or piece of work to the group for peer feedback.

Virtual role play

Students perform a role play in real-time.

Web quest

Mapping a sequential list of websites that, when followed, unfold information about a topic.

Wiki conference

Students submit their papers to a wiki to simulate an online conference.
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
